GRADING POLICY

I. Class Participation
a. Each trimester a grade will be given for class participation.

b. This grade is earned by answering questions, participating in class discussions, being on time and prepared for class, and positively influencing the classroom atmosphere.

II. Homework

a. Homework is assigned most days.  
b. Homework is checked regularly, turned in and graded in the unit folders.

c. Students receive full credit for homework when it is completed on time and when the student has followed all directions.

d. Homework that does not receive full credit should be completed or redone correctly for the unit folder.

e. Homework points can only be made-up when due to an excused absence, otherwise the score will remain a zero.

f. Homework is posted online (most days), however it is the student’s responsibility to write it down in their Assignment Notebook each day.  Students may not rely on the website or google classroom for assignments.  If a student is absent, he/she may check the website, call a study buddy or check the board upon returning to class to find out what was missed.

III. Assessments
a. Tests/Assessments will be given at the end of each unit. Approximately every 3-4 weeks.
b. Test corrections will be offered to any student who scores a “D” or “F”.  When completed, the student will then receive a score equivalent to 70%.  This applies to 100 point tests only (not available for quizzes or projects).
c. Quizzes may be given at any time.  Be prepared daily.
IV. Classwork

a. On the day of the assessment, all of the work for that unit will be handed in, in a folder.  
b. Messy papers or folders may be returned so the student can redo the work neatly or credit may not be given. This includes folders that are in poor condition (falling apart, torn, stapled/taped together, or without brads). These folders will be considered late.
c. Late folders will not be accepted unless due to absence.

d. If you are absent, you are required to complete all work missed.  It is the student’s responsibility to use classroom resources to determine what work he/she missed and obtain the necessary papers.
FOLDER GUIDELINES
1. A good folder is very important in achieving a good grade.  It will help you in preparing and reviewing for quizzes and tests.

2. On the day of the test, all of the classwork and homework for that unit will be handed in, in a folder with brads.

3. You must bring your folder to class every day to keep all of your work.

4. Each folder should have a title page and a table of contents.

5. The title page should have a complete heading including student name, date and period along with the title of the current chapter.

6. Update your table of contents daily.

7. When papers are completed, put them in your folder in order according to the table of contents.

8. Keep all returned papers and any notes given to you in class.  Do not throw any papers away even if they are graded and recorded.  If you throw away a paper, you will have no proof of your grade or that you did it!
9. Be proud of your work! You spend a lot of time on it and it is a reflection of you!  With that in mind, if your folder needs to be replaced, please do so.  Folders that are in poor condition (falling apart, torn, stapled/taped together, or without brads) will not be accepted.  Please see me if you need help obtaining a new folder (before it is due).
10. Your folder is considered late if it is not turned in at the start of class.  If you are not prepared to turn in your folder when it is due, you have 1 day to turn it in, otherwise it will not be received for credit.  The following guidelines will apply for the year:  1st late folder = full credit, 2nd late folder = 50% credit, 3rd late folder = 50% credit, 4th and all subsequent late folders = no credit.
MAKE-UP POLICY

1. No late work will be accepted unless due to excused absence (except folders: see guidelines above).
2. Homework that is not completed on time should still be completed for the unit folder.  This will be our opportunity to get credit for it.  You will receive points on your folder for having it complete, but the homework grade will remain a zero.
3. School policy allows you one day to make-up missed assignments for every day of excused absence.

CLASSROOM POLICIES

1. No backpacks allowed in class.

2. You may not have textbooks or materials for other classes on your desk.

3. Before leaving the classroom, you are expected to clean up your desk and the area around your desk.

4. You may not leave when the bell rings.  You will be dismissed when your area is clean and tidy.

5. No gum.  Third offense = detention.
6. No electronic devices.

7. Upon entering the classroom, you are expected to go to your seat, prepare for class and wait quietly.

8. Bring supplies daily.

9. If you are not in your seat when the bell rings, you are tardy. 3 tardies = detention.
10.  You are expected to be polite and respectful when another person is speaking.

11.   Know and observe all science lab rules.

12.   Students are to work individually, unless otherwise instructed.

13.   Remain in your assigned seat, unless otherwise instructed.

14.   Treat all visitors and substitutes with respect.

15.   If you are absent, you are responsible for getting and completing all make-up work.
Failure to follow classroom policies will negatively affect the student’s citizenship marks and class participation grades.
